R New Task Force Established to address Domestic Violence

A new taskforce, chaired by former
Governor-General Dame Quentin
Bryce, will target the rise of domestic
violence incidents throughout the
state.

The group will consult communities,
families, and Government and non-
Government organisations, and re-
view the current services and facili-
ties available to victims, to help de-
velop a domestic and family violence
strategy for Queensland.
