After four months in the new
biennium, we would like to update
you on the status of our
international projects and respond
to some inquiries about
promotional material.

As you remember at the 2010 ZI
convention, we agreed to the
proposed International Service
and ZISVAW projects for the
2010-2012 Biennium. As a result,
Zonta International Foundation
(ZIF) entered into negotiations
with the UN agencies which will
manage the projects.
