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MEMBERS

Zonta International Board

Consists of the International President, President-elect, Vice President, Treasurer and 7 Directors who are elected at the biennial International Convention which is held in June/July in even years. The close of Convention marks the commencement of the Zonta Biennium. The Term of Office is 2 years.

Zonta District 22 Board

Consists of the District Governor, Lieutenant Governor, Treasurer and 5 Area Directors who are elected at the District Conference held in the alternate year to the International Convention.  The term of office is 2 years.  

Club Board

Consists of President, one or two Vice presidents, Secretary, Treasurer and a number of Directors as per the Club Constitution elected at the Club Annual General Meeting.  The incoming Board takes effect from 1 June each year and the term of office is one year.

ZONTA INTERNATIONAL FOUNDATION

Provides a structure for Zonta’s International Service Projects.  It is a non-profit charitable organisation that accepts donations and gifts for service projects and distributes them to the relevant area eg our scholarships and international service projects.

ZONTA DISTRICTS

The Zonta world is divided into 32 Districts and one Region.  Our District, District 22, covers the State of Queensland.   Each District is managed by a District Governor and District Board who meet as many times per year as prescribed by the District Rules of Procedure.

ZONTA AREAS

District 22 is divided into 5 Areas.  An Area Director guides and provides assistance to Clubs in each Area.

AREA MEETINGS

Area Meetings are held annually in the first four months of the year and are conducted over one or two days.  The Meeting is organised by the Area Director and hosted by one of the Clubs in the Area.  These meetings combine Zonta knowledge with Zonta fellowship and fun and will broaden your Zonta network.

YOUR ZONTA CLUB

Meetings

Club Meetings

Held once a month.  As a Zontian you are expected to attend unless you have apologised beforehand.  If you cannot attend provision exists to “make up” missed meetings by visiting another Club.

Board meetings

Held once a month usually midway between Club Meetings.  All members are eligible to attend if they wish.

Committee Meetings

All members are allocated a Committee.  You will be allocated a Committee and informed of when the meetings are held. The Committee is your way of contributing to your Club and to Zonta international.  This is where your ideas and input will be invaluable.

Annual General Meeting

Usually held in April each year and where elections for the new Club Board are held.  Annual dues are payable prior to the AGM and all financial members are eligible to vote for the new Board. The Club financial year is generally from 1 April through 31 March.

Club Functions

These are planned by the Club Committees and all members are expected to support them.  Each Club determines how much money they wish to raise and how this money is to be distributed.

It is strongly recommended that 1/3 of all funds raised by each Club is sent to the Zonta International Foundation for our International Service projects.  Clubs can determine which International Project they wish to support.

Most Clubs have social functions in December and or January rather than the regular meeting.

· Loyalty – Remember Club Officers come and go, Zonta ideals and work go on forever.  Bide your time patiently and be loyal to the ideals of your Committee, your Club and Zonta International.

· Collect money for fundraising activities

· Set Club Budget and Annual Dues before March each year

· Close Club Books 31 March and have Audit undertaken by AGM
