Legislative Awareness and Advocacy

At the Area Meeting in Gladstone in February this year, Zontians were asked to an-
swer the questions in the quiz which follows. The quiz was aimed at giving
Zontians some guidelines for choosing projects for their own clubs. Over the last
few biennia, clubs have been encouraged by Zonta International to focus on
projects for women thus keeping with the aim of Zonta — “ to advance the status
of women”. It is the intention of Zonta International that clubs phase out projects
which do not fit the criteria listed in Zonta’s objects.

Area Meeting Quiz.

A major goal for the 2010-2012 Biennium is to ELIMINATE all advocacy / service
projects which DO NOT meet one or more of Zonta’s Objects.

Using the Advocacy Framework and Scorecard , identify which of the following
advocacy / service activities DO MEET Zonta’s Objects and why.

1. Support for regional oncology wellness centre.

NO. Does not meet any ‘status of women’ criteria.

If the oncology wellness centre was for women it would meet ‘improving women’s health
- CEDAW Article 12. As a general rule, Zonta clubs should not be funding activities
which are a government responsibility (health treatment facilities). In such cases where
funding is needed, we should advocate that the responsible government provides this
service.

2. Relay for life for cancer society.

NO. Does not meet any ‘status of women’ criteria. Cancer societies are usually charita-
ble organisations whereas Zonta clubs (outside the USA) cannot achieve this status due
to tax laws. Cancer is an ‘emotive’ issue but not one for Zonta clubs as we focus on
empowering the status of women.

3. Contributions to domestic violence safe house (personal care items, furnish-
ings, clothing).

YES. Any support for women domestic violence victims meets Zonta’s Object of pro-
moting justice and universal respect for human rights. It also meets CEDAW Article 3.

4. ‘Tech savvy’ program to support young women getting into science / com-
puting field.

YES. This supports improving the educational status and economic status of women by
assisting women to enter a non-traditional educational field and further their employ-
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ment prospects. It meets CEDAW Article 4 (Special Measures) and Article 10.
5.  Mammography award to student entering 3™ year of a radiography program.

NO. If the award was for a female student from a disadvantaged background it might
satisfy improving the educational status of women; a case would need to be made that
more women were required to train as radiographers. If a ‘special access’ case can be
made, it would meet CEDAW Article 10.

6. Gifts to aged women.

NO. A nice thing to do but it does not improve the ‘status’ of these women according to
Zonta’s Objects.

7. Seminar to improve the economic status of marginalised members in a com-
munity.

YES,. if it focuses on women (i.e. women are the invited audience) and it covers those
items specifically mentioned in CEDAW Article 13 (except the last point re sport).

8. Seminar on equal pay for men and women.

YES. Any seminar which educates both men and women about the principles of equality
between the sexes (be it pay or any other matter) meets CEDAW Article 2. Women
should not be discriminated against on the basis of their sex.

9. Making / assembling birthing kits for distribution overseas.

YES. Birthing kits provide ‘access’ to health care services which would otherwise not be
available to women due to their extreme poverty and / or living in areas remote from post
natal care. It meets CEDAW Article 12.

10. Providing infants cots for nursery ward at a local hospital.

NO. This does not meet any ‘status of women’ criteria. In developed countries provision
of hospital equipment is the responsibility of the state (if a public hospital) or hospital ad-
ministration (if a private facility). Most hospitals in developed countries have their own
foundations and fundraising activities.

CEDAW is the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination Against
Women and was adopted in 1979. CEDAW is part of International Law. Australia
was one of the first countries to ratify CEDAW in July 1983.

| am a South Australian born and bred - born at Naracoorte, a
medium sized rural town in the South east of SA. | grew up on a
sheep farm within shouting distance of Coonawarra (of wine fame)
and Penola (of Mary McKillop fame). As | was growing up it seemed |
was related to half the surrounding population so it is a change to be
in Queensland with no relatives other than immediate family.

Boarding school in Adelaide was followed by University and Teachers’
College — no such thing as Gap years then. My teaching career took
me on Cook’s Tour of SA —Minlaton on the Yorke Peninsula,
Wirrabarra by the Flinders’ Ranges and Mannum by the River Murray.
When | had completed my teaching bond to the SA Government, | sailed overseas —first to South America
where | travelled by any means available for 3 months — this was before the travel agents discovered it.
After my South American adventure, | sailed to England where | travelled and worked throughout the UK
and Europe. | loved travelling in countries with a foreign language, and managed to make myself
understood in French, Spanish and Italian — but that was a long time ago!

With the travel bug out of my system | returned to Australia and took up teaching again in my home town
—and met my Victorian husband. | moved to a farm near Ballarat after we married and we built our first
home there. Whilst this was happening we lived in a shed which was cool to say the least in Ballarat’s
winters. Our new home had a large fireplace and under-floor heating. We enjoyed the luxury of our new
home for a short period before we moved to Anakie in Central Queensland thirty years ago. The farm near
Anakie was the centre of my world for the next 25 years and a good life it was- despite droughts, flooding
rains and locust plagues — but there were lots of good times and lots of good friends.

My children, 3 sons, were all born in Rockhampton but were brought up on the farm and attended school
in Emerald until they went away to boarding school in Rockhampton. | helped write and deliver a
Governess Programme at the CH College of TAFE before taking on Supply teaching in Emerald and Anakie.
A 50km drive to school meant a little more planning than it does now.

In 2005 we sold the farm and moved to Rockhampton to a house which we had bought and my husband
renovated. We are now irrigation farmers on the Fitzroy Barrage — probably a reaction to the dry - dryland
farming we experienced at Anakie. It took a long while to get used to the fact that | live 3 minutes from the
CBD and 10 minutes from anywhere in Rocky. On the farm | left home at least 40 minutes before | was due
somewhere. | still seem to buy in bulk although the shop is 3 minutes away! | enjoy Supply teaching in
Rockhampton Schools and don’t enjoy nearly as much spending ages on the computer inputting farm data.

Sport has played a big part in our sons’ lives and we have enjoyed following their various sporting pursuits.
One son represented Queensland both in rowing and rugby union — so we like to bask in reflected glory.
Two of our sons graduated from Marcus Oldham College in Geelong in agribusiness and one from
CQuUniversity in Engineering and now have careers as a crane operator, an engineer and a farmhand.

| joined Zonta in Ballarat in 1978, then was a foundation member of Zonta in Emerald and transferred my
membership to Rockhampton in 2006. My Zonta connections generously hosted my son and me in 2000
when he ran with the Paralympic Torch in North Sydney. | joined Zonta as a way to meet other women and
felt that | had the time to make a difference to the lives of women less fortunate than me.
